First, God gave rules about offerings.
’ Offerings are gifts people give to God.
3 Different types of offerings were needed
at different times.

God also gave rules about the
priests. Priests made the sacrifices
that God commanded. The priests
4 took care of the tabernacle, and
they taught the people God’s rules
for living holy lives.

God told Moses about a
special day that would happen
y once a year. It was called the
Day of Atonement. On the Day
of Atonement, the high priest
went into the most holy place, a
very special room in the tabernacle,
to offer sacrifices for the sins of his
family and for all the people.

God said, “On that day your sin will
be paid for. You will be clean from all of
your sins in My sight.”

F & Christ Connection: The sacrifices God required of His
$ peaple were a hint of what God was going to do to forgive sinners.
We no longer need to offer sacrifices because we trust in Jesus. Jesus offered Himself as
the perfect sacrifice that takes away our sin once and for all.
