Supplies: Play dough 

 

Say: Today we learned that Jesus is preparing for His followers a place that is going to be 

absolutely amazing. And the best part is that He wants for us all to live there with Him. Sin 

separates us from God, but Jesus died for our sins, so now when we follow Jesus, we can live 

with Him forever. Let’s do an activity that will help us remember this.
