BIG IDEA God’s grace is big enough, so we can go to Him no matter who we are or what we’ve 
done. 
 
BIBLE BASIS: Matthew 26:17-30; Luke 22:7-30 

KEY VERSE: “God’s grace has now appeared. By his grace, God offers to save all people.”  
Titus 2:11 (NIrV) 
 

No Sin Too Big 
 

Supplies: Gather a hard-boiled egg and a permanent marker for each person. 
 
Say: In one way, all sin is the same—no matter how big or small, all sin separates us from God. 
Sometimes, certain sins seem worse than others and it’s easy to think they’re too big to be for-
given. We’re going to do something right now that will help us see that no sin is too big for God’s 
grace. 
 
Directions: Have everyone in your group write some sins down on the shell of their hard-boiled 
egg. When finished, crack the shells and peel them off so that only the pure egg white is 
showing. 
 
Say: That gives us a picture of what God’s grace does for us. When Jesus died for us, he peeled 
away our crusty, sinful selves. No matter how big or small our sins are, they’ve been forgiven. 
Now, if we love and follow Jesus, God sees us like this—pure and without sin. 
 
Question: God will always forgive us of our sins, do you think it’s okay to just keep on sinning?
